WORK has begun on transforming
a former boatyard on the Lancaster
Canal into a public green space.

Green party councillors from
Dukes Ward have drawn up pro-
posals to open up and improve the
former boatyard site between Ald-
cliffe Road and the canal towpath,
and a team of people began clear-
ing the site over the weekend.
